1, Joined the UMCR April 7, 1949 through the Platoon
Leaders program and successfully completed Junior
and Senior sessions,

2, Requested sctive duty and had to resign from PLC's
to be activated.

3, Ordered to active duty December 5, 1950,

4, V¥ounded in sction at “Bunker Hill"™ on September 6,
1952 (had received 2 "Bromze Stars w/"V" for actions
prior to this time) i

5. Separated from service February 28, 1953 and placed on
Temporarily Retired for Disability list at this time,

6. On September 3, 1954 I waived retirement benefits and
appeared before a Physicel Evaluation Board®™ and evem
thoagh this board found me physically fit, the Secretary
of Navy turned me down; and I was advised to take
"severance-pay" and not contest the decision, As I am
now avare, this was a foolish thing for me to do,

¥ith the current threat to our country I believe our people
should »ffer what our country can best use of their skills,
and my skill is being a good Marine. At the present time
I am in excellent pigysical condition, and for the past sev-
eral years I have played basketball, softball, and lifted
weights, as well as running, = minimum of twice & week, A
bad shoulder was cormected surgically two years azo =and it
wvas a 100% successful operation. My hand and wrist which
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wore injured by grenade shrapnel in Eores has regained its
complete use and feeling, I s%ill actively compete with the
age groups from 18 up, end very few of them are superior to
me physically.

At the present time I am an industmial Sales Engineery have
boen with the same company over eight years, My home is peid
for, snd my family would be well cared for by savings and in-
sursnce if T would be activated., Due to good forbtune I can
now afford any sacrifice the USMC might require of me, finsn-
¢irlly as well as physically. A college education and active
physicel perticipation have kepi me in contact with the present
sxe zroup that meke up the Karine Reserves a% this time, and
with my prior service experience I believe this would make me
an asset to sny good Reserve unit,

I presently wreceive a small Veterans Compensation and have
checked with the VA in regard to waiving these benefits if
you allow me to join the Resbrves, The old saying, "Once a
Marine always & Marine® is still true and T would sppreciate
your help =snd considersation in waiving regulations and allow-
ing me to vejoin the United States Warine Corps Reserve.
