He was an infantryman assign-

Seventh ‘Infantry Division. His
unit was one of the first to be:r .
the brunt of the gigantic Chinese

Communist assault on Amecrican
forces in the. Chosin Reservoir
area in Northeast Korea in carly
December.

His unit, together with the First
Marine Division, made the Lpic
retreat through the <old mountain
passes back to the scaport of
Hungnam for evacuation.

Young Coiteux's Inst lettor was
dnted November 20 and he wrote
his mother at that time. “I ex-
peet Gur unit will be sent back
to Tokyo soon.”

Two of the Sceventh Division's
regiments, the 32nd und the 3ist
were mentloned in United Press
news dispatches on .Dec. ‘3 when
,Charles Moore, UP Correspondent
wrole:

“The Seventh -Divislon men
made a bloody retreat down the
cast slde of Chosin Resecvolr in
northeast Korca to Hagaru at the
'southern tip. From there, U.,S.
Marines and Alr Force pllots in
probably the greatest mercy flight
in history flew 1,000 casualties to
rear area hospitals..

“The haggard, dirty and often
bloodstained American troops had
battled their way 20 miles from
the village of Sinhung-Ni <o Hag-
aru through Communist roud-
blocks and past ecnemy units who
swept them. with fire from the
snow covered hills”'v
